ADO Objects & SQL Server 2005

1. Create a new Database in SQL Express or in SQL Server

2. Create a new project and choose Data | Add New Data Source to bring up the Wizard.
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3. Choose your database from the drop down or create a new connection.

4. Click Next
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5. Save the connection string with a name you want. I use the default and click next.

6. Now select the fields from the table you want to be able to access and click Finish.
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7. VS has just created a Dataset Schema (.XSD) file. Double-click it and you will see your DB structure. From the Data menu, choose show all data sources and in Solution Explorer, you will see a new tab that displays your data.

8. Now we need to display our data.

9. Select Data Sources in Solution Explorer.
10. Drag your table (customers) onto the form and VS adds a DataGridView control, binding source, table adapter, navigation bar and dataset to the bottom of your form.
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11. Resize your grid to show all the fields.
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12. Run your app.

13. You can edit, add, or delete records without writing any code yourself!
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
