NOTE: This project requires a SQL database that is running on the local machine.
1. Use Server Explorer to create a new database called 'MyCustomers2018'.
		a.	Rt. Click on Data Connections in View | Server Explorer
		b.	Choose Create new SQL database
		c.	In the Server box use .\SQLEXPRESS
		d.	Select Windows Authentication
		e.	Enter the name of the new database, click OK
2. Expand the database in Server Explorer and Rt. Click on Tables and choose Add Table
a.	In the Table designer add your fields. Add fields: First, Last, Address, City, State, Zip
		b.	Be sure to set your primary key and identity specification
		c.	In the bottom pane (where the script is) change Table to Contacts		

3.  Before adding people to the table:   
a.	When you have designed all the fields in the table, click the button 'Update' to save changes.
b.	Now, refresh the Server Explorer pane and rt.click on the table you created.
		c.	Choose Show data and add some people in the table.

4. Save all
